With the precondition that the team’s proposal get accepted
by OLPC, ecbp will provide additional 100 XOs to help the team reach a reasonable
level of saturation.

The team will benelit from digitalized text books and training documentations developed by
ecbp for previous deployments. ecbp currently has 5 number of staff, which are providing
continuous technical support for existing deployment in 5 different locations. ccbp will
closely work with the team to help them successfully deploy the XOs and implement their
project idea with in the allocated time.

The major challenge in cxisting ecbp deployment is the lack of localized content and
services,

The project idea proposed by this team, developing a localized interactive educational
activity, appears to be of interest to us. We believe their solution will not only be useful for
the target school, but can possibly be replicated in existing ecbp deployments.

After the tcam completed their project ecbp will take over the deployment and Atse
Sersedingil primary school will be considered as one of the deployment sites of ecbp.
